REVIEW OF COMMUNITY PLANNING BOARD
4 MARCH 2010
Review of Community Planning Operational Groups
The Community Planning Board received a report detailing changes to the operational groups as revised by the strategic theme groups.  It was agreed that further work needs to be done on this to obtain the specific outcomes along with timescales for each of the operational groups to ensure that they align with the Single Outcome Agreement.  A suggestion was also put forward that there should be single officer attendance wherever possible to cut back on the amount of officer time being spent on these groups.  
Citizens’ Panel

A report was presented to the Community Planning Board asking them to consider the options available for the future maintenance of the Citizens Panel.  After discussion, a decision was made to re-tender the contract for an external consultant for a 1 year period, with the potential of extending to 2 if required.  
Local Delivery Action Plans
The Community Planning Board received a report asking them to note that the Local Delivery Action Plans (LDAPs) will need to be updated for 2010-11.  It was explained to the group that the LDAPs will detail what the Community Planning Partnership will do to deliver the actions within the SOA for the coming year.  The LDAPs have been sent out to Lead Officers to be updated and these should be returned to Amanda Walker, Project Officer by 31 March.  The Community Planning Board were asked to let the Corporate Policy Unit Manager know if there is anything missing or if there are any changes to the actions being carried out.
