REVIEW OF SAFER & STRONGER STRATEGIC GROUP

Promoting Positive Outcomes

The Group received a report highlighting the recently published Scottish Government report ‘Promoting Positive Outcomes – Working Together to Prevent Antisocial Behaviour in Scotland’ and how the Moray Council is addressing the aims and recommendations within the publication.  The Group noted the Strategic Aims identified in the report and the strong links between tackling Antisocial Behaviour and achieving the National Outcomes 9, 10 and 11.  They also agreed to provide feedback on the current strategy in relation to the priorities set out in the national strategy as this would inform the review of the strategy scheduled for September 2010.
Community Wardens

The report highlighted the current initiatives undertaken by the Community Wardens and it was agreed that a report would go to the Group in June regarding the “Green Dog Walkers” pilot and whether it could be rolled out to other areas over the summer.

Safer Streets Campaign
A report was presented to the Group which highlighted the actions taken by the campaign.  The group noted the actions taken to reduce alcohol fuelled street disorder and agreed to a joint press release being issued on the success of the scheme.

Moray 2020

Following consideration of a report submitted by the Planning and Development Manager, the Group agreed that there is a need to refresh and update the Moray 2020 strategy.  As a first step, the Planning and Development Manager, in consultation with Calum MacPherson, HIE Moray, will provide baseline information and report thereon to the next meeting of the Group.

East of Scotland Loan Fund
A report was submitted regarding The Moray Council’s participation in the East of Scotland Investment Fund Company.  Subject to agreement of the Policy and Resources Committee, there is a forward commitment of £80,000 for 2011/12 and 2012/13.  Councillor Russell has been nominated as the Council Member to represent the Council’s interest on board of ESIF Ltd.  The Chairman of the Moray Council’s Economic Development & Infrastructure Services Committee and the Convener of the Council, in consultation with Councillors Divers and Leadbitter, in their capacity of their respective Group’s spokesperson on this issue, have also been granted authority to form the panel of four members plus the member representing the Council on the Board of the Investment Fund company, when the ERDF grant has been awarded.
