Low Carbon Vehicle Procurement Support Scheme

The Scottish Government will make £3.6 million available to community planning partnerships to provide financial support for the procurement or lease of low carbon vehicles.  The scheme will provide financial support to bridge the cost gap between a conventional vehicle and its low carbon counterpart and may be used to provide support for the installation of publicly accessible charging/fuelling infrastructure.

A formal response to the document will be coordinated through the Greener Strategic Group.  Moray has been allocated £65,000 for 1 car, 1 van and 1 charging/fuelling.

Moray Telehealthcare Strategy 2010-2013

The Healthier Strategic Group received a report which provided the group with the finalised draft Telehealthcare strategy document for Moray (2010-2013).  The group agreed to note : - the content of the finalised draft strategy document; the feedback obtained during the consultation period which informed the content of the final strategy document, and  the proposals for publishing the final strategy document. 
Local Tobacco Control – Contingency Plan

This report was submitted to the Healthier Group to provide an update on the planning, development and implementation of a local tobacco control contingency plan.  The group agreed to approve and support the local tobacco control contingency plan as detailed in the report.  It was also agreed that a more detailed report would be submitted to a future meeting of the Community Planning Board on the wider issues.  This will be used in the long term in the Public Performance Report.
Long Term Conditions Programme – Progress Report

This report detailed the progress against Moray’s Long Term Conditions workstream; highlighted the challenges for health and care services in delivering further improvements and consider the wider community planning opportunities that support personalised LTC care in Moray.  The group agreed to note that there is a key role for the Healthier Strategic Group in leading Moray’s successful delivery of Long Term Condition Management.
