Local Delivery Action Plan Achievements for 2009-10 and Local Delivery Action Plans for 2010-11

The group received a report asking them to approve the Local Delivery Action Plans’ achievements for 2009-10 and Local Delivery Action Plans for 2010-11.  The Board approved the content of the Local Delivery Action Plan Performance 2009-10 for public performance reporting purposes and approved the Local Delivery Action Plans 2010-2011 in principle and remitted them to the Community Planning Statutory partners to consider if the action can reflect more partnership activity.
